(a) NJW – Membership renewal date – a rolling 12-month renewal makes it difficult when entering teams.  He would like it to be 1.1 – 31.12.

MC – bit harsh if renew later in the year.

NJW – possibly run it over for the first year.

CJP suggested March as the changeover so people could be warned.

MC suggested 1st April after the AGM.

NJW – Compak Europeans is in April, membership could have run out even though shoots had been done.
NA – with their selection shoots being so early, varying renewal dates caused them difficulties.  He would prefer 1st January.

TB – 1st April more practical as AGM fluctuates a little.

NAH – better to have it at year end.
PJC – make a decision about putting it up and advise membership at end of year with renewal 1st March.

MC – CB needs to have input before a decision is made.

EB- in Scotland they delete the membership each year and only then include paid up members.

CJP how do discipline reps know it has been paid.

JCM asked if an event could be booked online without being a member, no. Non members enter via the ground.

MC suggested if joined Oct/Nov/Dec, renew 1/1 and given them 3 months as a goodwill gesture.

Team mangers need access to see who has paid or not.

NAH – renewal system is terrible; she had not had a reminder.

NJW – the website has moved to a new host, hopefully all glitches will be sorted including reminders.
NAH – 1/1 is best, the membership rules must be clear, cannot count shoots retrospectively.

(b) NAH – in light of the financial situation, she suggests putting a halt to payments out of the OT fund to non-funded BS shooters.

MDR – the UT foundation is ring fenced and cannot be used for anything else.

TB – if the OT money is not used for this purpose, what is it to be used for?

NAH – funds are going down, now is the time to look at it. The UT foundation last year funded two relatively new UT shooters. The funds are funds of the Board.

CB – Helice’s funds are high now as grants are not done until January.

CB – Helice has 8 selection shoots a year, perhaps others need more.

MC – Helice runs on zero profit basis.

NJW – needs to be monitored carefully.

(c) MH – thanked everyone for making him welcome and wished everyone well for the future. NJW thanked MH for what he had done.

(d) PJC – he has a zoom meeting soon with FITASC re lead shot.

NAH believes ban will be in 3 years.

PJC – the proposals for Europe are not as bad as ours, they are not banning it completely.

PA – going to affect all aspects of shooting, cartridge industries need to get on board with us.

NAH – all shooting bodies are working together and doing a lot of work. Target rifle shooters can shoot lead as it is captured and they can prove it is recycled.

(e) NJW – he wrote to FITASC re the suspension of referees following the February shoot.  Not had a reply, he will chase.

NAH asked PJC to help get an answer.

MH – there are 6 referees in question, 3 are BICTSF members. Josh Foot had been sent the names by a foreign referee who had also put it on social; media.  No data protection rules broken by us.
