(a) CB – asked whether we should officially reply to the comment made by Fauxdegla SG on Facebook – a lot of criticism and inaccuracies.

MDR had spoken to Mike Faux re delivery of medals, and it was accepted by him that they had received them.

A lot of shooters have opinions but are not prepared to do anything.  These comments do not help, and it is very frustrating.

NJW felt that the directors should be spoken to, not plastered across Facebook.

RH – bit disappointing, similar things have been said to the Welsh Association.

EJB confirmed there would be a retrospective prize giving on the Saturday night of the BGP.  Mike Faux has been invited to present the medals.

(b) NJW – At a recent FITASC management meeting, it was decided that the referees would have their sanctions lifted on the 1st January 2026, they will need to ask for reinstatement of their referee’s licence.

(c) NJW – there has been a suggestion that Compak international shoots should run over 5 days with a day off amongst those days.  NJW has spoken to PJC about this, it cannot happen. 
It will come into force on 1st January 2026 and host country will have to stipulate 4- or 5-day competition.

(d) PA – UT Europeans 2026 have been put back to September, will make it easier to fit in 4 shoots in 2026 with 3 to count.

(e) PA – Asked what the UT Foundation was for.  Set up to benefit junior shooters, particularly those who are financially challenged.  Last year the top three juniors at the time each received 1000 Fiocchi cartridges.  John Nightingale must give his approval before anything is paid out.

JCM asked what happens once all money is paid out – the foundation will disappear.
DJ spoke to John 3 weeks ago, some of the money could be used for Helice juniors.
TB – the money was contributed by UT shooters some years ago, so could be open to criticism if spent on another discipline.

EB asked if it could be used to fund junior team entries.
TB – it could but it would disappear very quickly, last year when we could not send a team, one individual junior had his entry paid for by UT not the foundation.
NJW – this has been the case across all disciplines, if someone has qualified but we cannot make up a team, then they should have the opportunity to go.

NJW suggested coming up with a way of how to use the money and bring it to the next meeting.
