JCM – WADA have a full list of what is prohibited, we do not do blood tests etc.

NAH – The Therapeutic Exemption Certificate is issued by the athlete’s GP.

NJW - He has never known FITASC do any doping tests in recent years. We need to at least tell the athlete how to get exemption certificates.

NAH – it is up to the Athlete to inform their governing body and does not necessarily mean they will be allowed to shoot.

EB – Testing was done once at a Scottish championship – it was a learning curve and could be beneficial to members.

PA – we must be careful we do not get ourselves in a hole.

JCM – do we have a list from FITASC?

PJC – if someone gets picked up and is in the team then the whole team will get disqualified.

MC – Do the CPSA have a list?

IP – No.

We need to be able to tell people what FITASC regards as banned substances.

PJC – the important thing is that we are able to seek advice.
It was agreed that item 4.7 is to be taken off the agenda.

MK – he has found a prohibited list dated 2022 on the FITASC website.

NAH – banned substances are discipline specific and will now be different to 2022.
It was agreed that we will use the Governing Bodies list of banned substances relevant at the time.

WADA have an online form that can be used.

Candidate forms for the Elective General Assembly 2026 have been received from FITASC which need to be completed and returned asap.
President of FITASC

Jean-Michel Moutoufis (JMM) is proposing to stand against Jean-Francois Palinkas (JFP) and we had received paperwork from him asking for our support.

PJC believes he does not have the gravitas to do it.

RH believes that shooters would agree with a lot of the issues raised by JMM.  FITASC Sporting needs modernising and JFP is not the one to do it

MC – JFP gets away with a lot e.g. no prize money but the organisation continues to flourish..
(EJB left the meeting)

JCM asked what the FITASC accounts looked like.

PJC – fairly stable, there is cash in the bank, and they make a profit every year.

NAH asked how much profit as we never see anything.

MC is dubious about people who run down the opposition.

RH assumed JFP would send a letter addressing JMM’s points.

MC felt we do not have sufficient information to make an informed decision, might be best to abstain.

JCM asked who the shooters would vote for.

NJW believes there would be very little take up, look at our elections.

PJC said JFP had told him that 90% of cartridge sales in Europe are for FITASC disciplines.

NAH – can PJC find out the number of candidates.

PJC – as far as he is aware there is just the two.. It is not the first time JFP has been challenged – Motta in 2014.

NJW – a decision needs to be made by Friday this week – 27th March.

 FITASC Management Committee

NJW has been asked to join the above. PJC has been offered an honorary position on the management committee.

PJC confirmed his support for NJW joining the committee and he would be the elected member.

MC thought it was a opportunity, two people for the price of one.

NAH – PJC always says there is no need for us to vote on it.

PJC – he was invited onto the Management committee but had to be proposed by BICTSF.

NJW read out the Management Committee paragraph from the form – 14 members - President + 5 Vice Presidents + Secretary + Treasurer with the rest being elected

PJC – change is going to come as JFP has made the point he won’t be going on for much longer. He has been good at fighting the lead ban in Europe,
IP – Europe gained a lot of ground and were ahead of us, the ban will go through, but they have different lead clear up plans to us. Some European grounds are amazed none of our grounds have cleared up the lead and no testing done. We are 70-80% Sporting, Europe is the opposite and can clear up on Trap grounds. We were offered the same policy as Europe, if we can clear up 90% then we can keep lead shot.  EJB said the nearest he could get is 75%.

AL asked who is liable for any potential expenses, us or FITASC.

NJW confirmed he would cover his own expenses as he usually goes to the FITASC World Championships, and the meeting is held there.

PJC gets his expenses from BICTSF.

AL asked if PJC could provide a report from his last trip, PJC will download it and send it round the board.

MK believes it is in BICTSF’s interest for NJW to take up the position.

NJW feels that as JFP has asked him, it is also in our interest for him to go there. NJW had made it clear to JFP that he did not want to push anyone out, hence PJC being offered the honorary position.
